Eligibility for the
Berkshire Pathway

Video submissions are for the U13 - U18 age groups (Year 8 to Year 13)

To be eligible for the Berkshire Cricket Pathway you need to meet one of the
following criteria:

* Go to a school within Berkshire
* |jve in Berkshire
e Play for a Berkshire club (in the 2025 season)

If you do not meet any of the above criteria, the only other route is by referral
directly by the Head of Talent Pathway at a First Class County.

As a parent/guardian it is your responsibility to understand and comply with the
terms of your visa as set out by the Home Office. Our pathway is determined as
a Semi Professional sporting organisation and not all visas allow children to be
part of these organisations. Players who are UK citizens, hold a UK Passport or
have an Indefinite Leave to Remain Visa are eligible.

Players can apply directly, you do not need to go through a club or school coach
